Free-Motion Quilting Made Easy© - Class 1

The Basic Designs 
Supply Sheet

* Please plan on arriving at least 20 minutes prior to class in order to have your machine set up and ready to start.

· Book, “Free-Motion Quilting Made Easy, 186 Designs from 8 Easy Shapes” (Optional)

· 4 ½” x 4 ½” acrylic square ruler 
· 1” x 12” acrylic ruler

· 8 ½ X 11 Spiral Notebook for notes and practice drawing

· Pen or Pencil

· 10 -  12”x 12” squares light colored cotton fabric (Use scrap material since this is just for practice – it doesn’t have to match and it can be bigger pieces if you prefer)
· 5 -  12”x 12” squares low loft batting (batting needs to be as big as the fabric size you choose)
· Sewing Machine in good working order – with whatever extension table you have for the machine
· Sewing Machine Manual (not necessary if you already know how to tighten or loosen your thread tension) 
· Dark Quilting Thread (There needs to be enough contrast between the fabric and the thread that you can easily see your stitches)
· New quilting needle (Prefer Schmetz 90/14)
· Scissors for snipping threads

· Darning Foot or Embroidery Foot for sewing machine (this is the foot you use for Free-Motion)
· Feed Dog Cover Plate (Only necessary if you are NOT able to drop the feed dogs on your machine)

· Quilting gloves (ie – Machingers) – bring them if you have them
· Fabric Marking pen (You can use your pen or pencil since this is just for practice)
