We will sew the single flower design 

We will sew the bookmark 

If there is time we will sew the flag or any design your choose 

For bookmark –this is an appliqué design 

 

1. Tear away stabilizer. 

2. Temporary spray basting spray i.e. KK2000 

3. Scrap of fabric no smaller than 7 X 

4. Thread to coordinate with the fabric.  The design calls for a main color –gold; 3 browns;2 yellow golds; 

2 greens and a dark grey.  You will need a bobbin of the main color 

5. Large hoop i.e. 5X7 or 8” square 

For Flag design 

1. Fabric of your choice.  The fabric shows through the design.  This would make a great embellishment 

for a shirt or towel. 

2. Stabilizer to match your fabric – tear away – fabric type wash away (AquaMesh) or sticky for knit 

designs. 

3. Small hoop (4X4) for some machines – 5X7 or 8X8 for others 

 The design as created calls for (4) colors of thread.  Red, White, and 2 blues. 

 ALWAYS BRING 

 Your embroidery machine and all hoops.  When you sign up Please note your make/model of machine.  

 Your machine manual if your machine is not a Janome.  

 General sewing supplies i.e. scissors, bobbins, spray , etc. Before you pack for class look around your 

sewing area.  If you normally use a tool for embroidery, bring it.  

 

 

 

There is a $5 fee for the class.  Sign up and prepayment is required. You will receive at least 4 new designs 

each month plus one panel of the Reindeer Quilt design.  By next October you will have the complete quilt 

design. If you are unable to attend but pay the fee, we will transfer designs to your stick/card after OESD 

club has met for that month. 

Even if you have paid for the entire year, you must sign up for each month’s class 

Design storage device i.e. stick or card WITH THE CURRENT MONTH’S DESIGNS 

TRANSFERRED BEFORE THE DAY OF CLASS.  If you are unable to come into the shop 

before the next class, we suggest that you have 2 sticks or cards; one to leave at the 

shop for the next class and one to take the current designs home with you.
